	Disposal of textile wastes in Tirupur - Canadian co to do feasibility study

NEW Tirupur Area Development Corporation (NTADC), the special purpose vehicle (SPV) seeking to implement the Rs. 1,140-crore Tirupur water supply scheme through private initiative, has roped in a Canadian consultancy group, Senes, to have the feasibility report prepared for the creation of a land-fill facility for the disposal of textile sludge generated by effluent treatment plants in the region. 

The Canadian consultancy firm, assisted by the Chennai-based Enviro Energy System, is expected to complete the feasibility study in three months, NTADC sources said. 

The special purpose infrastructure company which is devising the sludge disposal system through the land-fill facility as a value-addition to its main industrial/drinking water project for Tirupur region has recently arranged an interface for the Tirupur-based garment units, dyeing industries with the State Pollution Control Board officials enforcing the environmental regulations and the Senes consultants on the scope and utility of the sludge disposal arrangement through land-fill facility. 

The feasibility study would cover all aspects relating to the volume of sludge being generated by the textile processing houses in the region, the chemical composition of the sludge, the mode of sludge conveyance and the scope for recycling the sludge etc. 

The Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA) is offering financial assistance of Rs. 1 crore for the feasibility study for Tirupur land-fill project. 

According to sources, of the 18 sites identified for locating the land-fill facility, four sites have been shortlisted by NTADC. 

The Tirupur land-fill for textile solid waste disposal is being developed as a common facility which could be utilised by the dyeing and textile processing houses in the other textile centres such as Karur, Erode, Coimbatore, besides the Tirupur units.
