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Bank guarantees have been made mandatory for bagging the water conservation projects in future in the state. 

This was disclosed by Khushal Bopche, Chairman of the Maharashtra state water conservation advisory council. 

Bopche was addressing a press conference at Ravi Bhawan after chairing a review meeting of Nagpur division about water conservation on Friday. 

Officials from the social forestry wing of forest department, Minor irrigation department soil conservation department and local bodies attended the meeting. Bopche said the new norms have been initiated so as to ensure organisations awarded the water conservation projects do not default on its implementation. 

In the past it was generally noticed that non serious organisation, basically Non Governmental organisations (NGOs) used to ask for water conservation projects but failed to ensure optimum utilisation of given aid. Therefore in future to avoid such misuse of money and to keep a check on NGOs work the council has added the bank clause. Bopche who enjoy state Minister status revealed. In case any organisation failed in its completing allotted project the bank guarantee furnished by it could be liable for confiscation. Bopche further added. 

To a query about misuse of water conservation money. Bopche said in Amravati Division meeting he has given instructions to the officials to find out the defaulters and blacklist the organisation and take action against them. 

Howsoever big the organisation might be or their connections no one will be spared if they have not done the allotted work he said.
