Officials directed to ensure smooth supply of water within three days
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Eleven-member all party co-ordination committee of the Nagpur Municipal Corporation (NMC) in its first meeting held on Wednesday warned of strict action against water supply department officials if they fail to redress the public grievances within three days.

Meanwhile, BJP Corporator Munna Pokulwar through a press release issued tere has brought tot the notice that water was continuously flowing from a major pipeline in Yashwant Stadium and was still unnoticed.  The Sadar Bazar Shopkeepers’ Association has also complained of severe water shortage to those having shops on the either side of the Residency Road.
